Introduction


1995 was the first year that the Repository started to collect data from schools and as such has some of the least complete and least accurate datasets.  Data available for this year are Enrollment by School Type (including and excluding Adult Learners), the distribution of the enrollment by grade level (excluding Adult Learners) and the results of the 1995 S4 Language Arts Standards Test (merged with 2 birth cohorts to better reflect S4 composition).  Enrollment information available does not reflect how many students were actually enrolled.  The information on the S4 L.A. Standards Test does not account for exemptions, absences or the course having been dropped. Other concerns include the distribution of the enrollment, which is radically different from subsequent years.

Cautions

Enrollment recorded in this year is ~100, 000 less than enrollment recorded in 1997.  Although most of this increase is in public schools, in 1995 public schools seem to be over represented.  In terms of their contribution to the overall school population, there is no year with complete records where public schools contribute over 92.20% (In this year they contribute more than 93%).  Most school types are underrepresented.  Though there are years with lower numbers for some school types, this year’s numbers are clearly too low.  The only school type that seems to have plausibly reported its enrollment is Band Operated Schools.  However, this relative plausibility comes from Band Operated Schools’ perennial inability to accurately report enrollment.  Institutional Schools have more students enrolled this year than any other, besides the 1996 and 1997 years.  The sudden drop off in enrollment in Institutional Schools in 1998 suggests these numbers may not be too accurate.


The distribution of students over their grades is almost completely unusable for 1995 / 1996.  Every category is underrepresented with the three exceptions of Nursery, Special Elementary and Special Secondary.  The numbers for Special Elementary are low, they are not immediately obviously wrong. They do not fluctuate disturbingly from 1995 to 1996 but nearly double from 1996 to 1997.  Special Secondary, however, is overrepresented and is about 14 times more 

populated than in the next most populated year.  Nursery enrollment seems to be consistent with the reported enrollment up to 2006.

Data on the S4 L.A. Standards Test are incomplete.  There categories missing from consideration including exemptions, absences and students having dropped the course.  The amount of students for which there are data in relation to the test increases by several hundred every year, this trend continues beyond the point where the reported total enrollment numbers increase by tens of thousands every year.  The two are probably unrelated.

Almost none of these data are usable.  Both the enrollment by school type and the distribution of enrollment by grade level differ greatly in nearly every category to every other year.  Perhaps Nursery numbers could be used, though due to the poor quality of the rest of the data, with caution.  The S4 L.A. Standards Test does not account for all reasons why there would be no data for the exam, so the ‘no data’ category is inflated.
