Introduction


1997 is the first year where recorded enrollment for public schools is plausible.  It is the last year of instability for Evening and Summer Schools (until 2001) and Institutional Schools (with the exceptions of 2001 and 2006).  The breakdown of enrollment by grade level begins a relative stability in 1997.  Data for this year includes Enrollment (including and excluding Adult Learners), a breakdown of that enrollment into grades (excluding Adult Learners), Enrolled in Grade 12 by 17 and results of the S4 Language Arts Standards Test (merged with 2 birth cohorts to better reflect the composition of the S4 population).  Though there are few cautions on the enrollment data, the S4 Language Arts Standards test data still do not account for absences or exemptions.

Cautions

Enrollment in Evening and Summer Schools seems implausibly low (~82% increase to 1998).  Highest recorded enrollment in Institutional Schools, use this data with caution.  Other School Types, other than Band Operated Schools, report plausible numbers.  Grade level breakdown numbers seem reasonable, other than Special Secondary, which seems too low, and Nursery, which seems too high.

Total cohort size for Grade 12 by 17 is lower than every other year with complete records, however the percentages are unremarkable compared to other years.  Much like the S4 Math Enrollment numbers, which are derived from the same source.

The S4 Language Arts Standards Test data look good in terms of the distribution of marks, but still fail to consider exemptions or absences.  The number of students recorded as having taken the test this year is a few hundred greater than the number from 1996; this increase is part of a continuing trend.
