Introduction


The 1998 school year is the first year where nearly every category of data is plausible.  Evening and Summer School enrollment numbers begin their short period of relative stability in 1998 as do Special Secondary enrollment numbers.  Grade 12 by 17 cohort size and distribution are both plausible compared to other years.  There are data for Enrollment by School Type (including and excluding Adult Learners), a breakdown of that enrollment by grade level (excluding Adult Learners), Grade 12 by 17 and the results of the S4 Language Arts Standards Test (merged between 2 birth cohorts to better reflect the S4 population).  The S4 Language Arts Standards Test data now consider exemptions, but not absences.

Cautions

There are few cautions for the 1998 data.  All enrollment data are plausible, Grade 12 by 17, though the cohort size is on the low side, looks fine and should be usable.  Enrollment in Nursery is unusually high this year, but Enrollment by Grade Level is otherwise unremarkable and should be usable.
The S4 Language Arts Standards Test data are some of the most complete.  The marks are representative of the other years for which there are data and the records for those who did not write now account for exemptions.  Absences are still not considered.  This year continues the trend of increasing the number of students having records in relation to the test by a few hundred.

The S4 mathematics data are not completely reliable.  While the S4 mathematics enrollment data are just as reasonable and usable as the Grade 12 by 17 data, that is fairly reasonable and usable with caution, the graduation rates data are completely unusable for this year.  The records for the graduation rates data involve a check of S1 enrollment for which the records to not extend before 1997.  Therefore those counted in this year’s records would have to be at least 16 in 9th grade, which is 2 years behind the expected schedule.  It may be possible that 163 students from the 1981 birth cohort were born late in the year and then held back once, or held back twice, it is also possible that like enrollment data that were incorrect in their first year of being recorded these graduation rates may simply be incorrect.  Either way they are not useable.
