Cautions

The year 2000 is the last year of increasing enrollment numbers and has no data for Grade 12 Enrollment by 17, S4 Math, or for the S4 Language Arts Standards Test.  The data that are available, the enrollment numbers and their distribution, seem plausible apart from the anticipated difficulty with Band Operated Schools.

The 2000/2001 school year is notable in the data it is missing; the available data is notable in that it is the highest point in enrollment.
