Cautions

Enrollment data seem fairly stable other than a slightly concerning increase in Band Operated School enrollment.  Adult Learner enrollment is on the decline significantly in public schools.  Total reported enrollment continues to decline.

S4 Language Arts Standards Test data are in keeping with previous years.  S4 enrollment by 17 data also seems to be in keeping with other years.  The S4 Mathematics Enrollment numbers are likewise representative of other years and usable.

The S4 Mathematics graduation rates data are consistent with other years.  Though there are predicable problems with reconciling with other data, the graduation rates data relate to each other very well and always show the same thing; of the kids that are in each program UP Math graduates the most, non-UP Math graduates a lot and No S4 Math barely graduates any.  This year there are 15 students who were advanced, either past S1 or two other times before 1997, or whose records did not reflect their being in S1 while they were in S1. 

There were 430-540 students from this cohort who were enrolled in S4 Math, UP or not, that were not flagged as enrolled in S4 by 17.  Possible reasons for this are; like the S1 data a student may not be flagged as enrolled in the year they are enrolled in, any number of students may have needed to repeat some parts of S3 and were therefore flagged as S3 students but were enrolled in S4 Math courses, or some students may simply have been held back.
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
