Cautions


Enrollment data seems representative other than a particularly steep decline in Special Secondary enrollment.  Band Operated Schools continue to have difficulty reporting actual enrollment.

S4 Language Arts Standards Test, S4 Mathematics, and Grade 12 by 17, data all suggest S4 enrollment is among the highest recorded; however the data from each are still plausible.  

The Graduation Rates by S4 Math data are, like other years, consistent with each other but difficult to reconcile with other sets of data.  This cohort contained 14 students who were counted as having enrolled in S4 UP Math but were not counted as having enrolled in S1 by 1997.  The possible reasons for this are students being advanced grades, at least three at any point if not S1 or just S1, or students were not recorded as being enrolled in S1 at any point, even if they were enrolled in and completed S1 courses.  
There are 110-180 students counted as enrolled in S4 Math courses, UP or not, that are not recorded as enrolled in Grade 12 by 17.  These students’ records, like those whose S1 enrollment were not recorded, may have simply had an oversight in their records or they may have been held back at one point.  The actual numbers themselves should be used with caution, but the graduation rates are the same as the other years.  They show that S4 Math, UP or not, graduates almost all the students enrolled in it (UP Graduates a greater percentage though, with more S4 credits as well) and students missing out on S4 Math usually don’t graduate.
